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CYRUS CONQUERED
BABYLON MANY YEARS

Cyrus was the king of the
MEDO-PERSIAN EMPIRE
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DANIEL LIVED TO BE 85 OR 90
YEARS OLD, BUT THIS VERSE
DOESN’T MEAN THAT HE
DIED WHEN CYRUS BEGAN
HIS RULE.

IT JUST MEANS HE WAS
STILL LIVING AT THAT TIME.
