Selucus was one of Ptolemy’s princes or
commanders before getting his own kingdom.
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6 And in the end of years they shall join themselves
together; for the king's daughter of the south shall
come to the king of the north to make an agreement:
but she shall not retain the power of the arm;
neither shall he stand, nor his arm: but she shall be
given up, and they that brought her, and he that

begat her, and he that strengthened her in these
times.

When Antiochus Il went to attack the Ptolemaic
strongholds around Israel, he found some allies in
certain Jewish men. The bible calls them here
robbers of your people.
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Adam Clark says that the vision (V 14) these men
were trying to fulfill is in Isaiah 30. He says:

’Shall exalt themselves to establish the vision’

That is, to build a temple like that of Jerusalem, in
Egypt, hoping thereby to fulfill a prediction of Isaiah,
Isaiah 30:18-25, which seemed to intimate that the
Jews and the Egyptians should be one people.
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Adam Clark says that the vision (V 14) these men
were trying to fulfill is in Isaiah 30. He says:

“They now revolted from Ptolemy, and joined
Antiochus; and this was the means of contributing
greatly to the accomplishment of prophecies that
foretold the calamities that should fall upon the

Jews.”

ANTIOCHUS TOOK SIDON IN 200 BC.
THE KING OF THE SOUTH LOST CONTROL OF JUDAH.
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J. Paul Tanner
“The important port-city of Sidon had now fallen to Seleucid
control, an event that enabled the Seleucids to maintain
control over the interior lands. Since Egypt was too weak to
mount another offensive, Antiochus lll could essentially do as
he pleased. Antiochus Il (with power to destroy) spent the
first half of 198 BC extending his control over the rest of the
former province of Coele-Syria, including Judea and
Jerusalem, the Beautiful Land. Antiochus now completely
dominated Coele-Syria, the prize that the Seleucid kings had
long sought for since the Battle of Ipsus in 301 BC.”
